Admission Test will be taken in MCQ System and 0.25 mark will be deducted for each incorrect
answer.

Candidates having foreign degree (Except ‘O’/’A’ Level/International Baccalaureate) must have
the equivalence certificate from Ministry of Education/Education Board/University Grants
Commission of Bangladesh.

Minimum 40% marks to be obtained in English for qualifying in the examination.

Following mark distribution will be followed for the assessment of candidates of all
faculties except MBA:

Written Test=70%, (2) Viva-voce=10%, (3) HSC/Equivalent Result=10% and SSC/Equivalent
Result=10% (Total=100%).

For Two Year MBA Programme:

Written Test=65%, (2) Viva-voce=15%, (3) Undergraduate / Bachelor / Honours Programme /
Equivalent Result =10% (4) HSC / Equivalent Result=05% and SSC / Equivalent Result=05%
(Total=100%).

Students who passed BBA from the Department of Business Administration - General, under
the Faculty of Business Studies (FBS), BUP need not appear at the Admission Test. They are
advised to submit an application to the Chairman, Department of Business Administration -
